 I am writing to express my disgust with conventional dairy farming in the UK today and to demand that your company takes corporate responsibility for what is sold within its aisles.

 Sainsbury’s took the initiative to follow public demand and denounce the sale of eggs from battery farmed chickens. I believe that the next logical step to show that consumer ethics are one of your primary concerns is to ban the sale of non-organic milk.

 Dairy cows today are forced to produce unnatural yields of milk. They live wretched lives, are milked to death and slaughtered as soon as they become unprofitable. Calves are often slaughtered soon after birth, unless they are “lucky” enough to be fattened for beef. Organic diary animals fare better.

 I am sure you are aware of how important the growing demand for vegetarian, organic and ethically sourced foods is for your supermarket. People are becoming more and more educated about the truth behind cheap dairy, and before long non-organic milk will be seen as unacceptable by the ethical consumer. To be the first supermarket to take a stand on organic dairy would be a true testament to the adaptability, responsibility and compassion of your organisation.

 As awareness grows, there will no doubt soon be a demand for milk produced entirely without slaughter, but until this becomes available, I urge you to think hard about the wonders that such a small step as selling only organic milk would do for your image, for ethical consumers around the country, and for thousands upon thousands of cattle who are currently the slaves of an unsustainable and unjustifiably cruel industrious regime.
